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Dr. Jennifer Tang is an obstetrician-gynecologist faculty member at University of North Carolina-Chapel Hill.  She recently completed a fellowship in family planning under the mentorship of Drs. David Grimes and Gretchen Stuart.  She is working with Jeff Wilkinson, MD in Lilongwe, Malawi to study family planning choices in women with obstetric fistula at the Freedom from Fistula Foundation facility at Bwaila Hospital affiliated with UNC Project-Malawi.  She is funded by a supplement from the NIH Office of Research on Women’s Health.
Dr. Tang spent her fellowship year at UNC Project-Malawi in Lilongwe, Malawi, under the mentorship of Mina Hosseinipour, MD MPH.  Her research focused on evaluating the short-term and long-term impact of an emergency obstetrics and neonatal care mentoring (EmONC) program on EmONC knowledge and skills. 
Dr. Tang earned her MD from Baylor College of Medicine and did her residency training in Obstetrics and Gynecology at Brigham and Women’s Hospital/Massachusetts General Hospital.  She then completed a 2-year Family Planning Fellowship and M.S. in Clinical research at UNC.  Her career goal is to become a leading academic researcher in global women’s health and family planning, which has been influenced by her previous international health experiences in China, Central America, and Malawi.  She joined UNC as an Assistant Professor in her department’s Division of Global Women’s Health and moved full-time to Lilongwe, Malawi in August 2012.
